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A Knot Every Sailor Should Know 

 

Cleat Hitch 

 

The cleat hitch is another useful and easy to tie knot that 

every mariner should know.  Whether you tie up to a 

dock to run to the local Starbucks for a cup of latte, go 

for a leisurely lunch  or to stay overnight or much long-

er, which will secure your vessel easily and safely.   

 

 
 
 
You can use the cleat hitch to secure the boat to a dock 

or secure a line to the boat. 

 

Take the line to the ear of the cleat furthest from where 

the line comes from (the load). Make one wrap around 

the base of the cleat and then start a figure eight across 

the top of the opposite ear. Finish with a half hitch 

turned under so that the line is coming away from the 

cleat in the opposite direction from which it came in.
